Synod met four times in 2009, with several guest speakers. In February we heard from Jenny 
Brookes and her colleagues from ACTS2 (A Christian Team in Schools) on bringing faith in an 
informal way to school assemblies which might otherwise miss out. In September we heard 
from Revd. Michae! Perry on environmental issues, and the work being done by the 
international chanty 'A Rocha'. in November we were nearer home, when Kann Vagal 
explained how her colleagues at DASH (Drugs Advisory Service, Hereford) were tackling drug 
problems in our city, and Lorraine Fewtrell from Herefordshire Council's Homelessness Unit 
explained how the Council dealt with some four hundred applications per year. 

The 'business' side of our meetings was again dominated by the union of the Hereford City and 
Rural Deaneries - having lived together for over two years, we thought that the time had come 
to make it legal, and fully to share the problems of raising the parish share, maintaining ageing 
congregations, and saying 'goodbye' to stipendiary priests l as well as the joy of spreading our 
faith in Christ to the City and the surrounding area, as we aim to take the new united Deanery 
forward into the next decade.
